Note that permanent FISH capacity only considers permanent classroom and other facility space.  It explicitly excludes portable classrooms.
Permanent program capacity = permanent FISH capacity adjusted for special program needs.
In schools that offer special programs, such as programs for handicapped students, program capacity is generally lower than FISH capacity since classrooms for special programs typically have fewer students than classrooms for general programs.

* Core capacity is 2003 FISH permanent capacity adjusted for the class size reduction amendment.
Core capacity refers to the capacity of non-classroom facilities such as cafeterias, gymnasiums and auditoriums.  

Core capacity can be of greater significance than either FISH or program capacity especially in elementary schools.  For example, in schools where enrollment greatly exceeds core capacity lunch must often start at 10 am to ensure that all students get lunch.
